Overview
USAID’s Liberian Teacher Training Program Phase Two (LTTP II) is a five-year project that is implemented by the Academy for Educational Development in partnership with RTI International to provide support for the central Ministry of Education and nine counties. Its objective is to enhance the quality, equity, efficiency, and effectiveness of basic education in Liberia. 

Current Program
LTTP-II overarching goal is to establish a functional teacher professional development system and strengthen the capacity of the Ministry of Education to manage such a system. The project targets reforms in the following three areas:

· Policies, systems and capacity development of the central MoE

· Pre- and in-service policies and teacher professional development

· Curriculum standards, materials and testing for language, literacy and mathematic skills in early grades (1-3)

Issues of educational quality and efficiency at all levels of the system are major challenges for Liberia. Many of the most compelling issues reflect the need to establish new policies, strategies, and directions, build capacity at all levels of the education system; improve management and accountability as well as effective decision-making; strengthen education management information and the use of data for planning and programming; establish an equitable career ladder for teachers; train quality teachers; develop effective instructional approaches, especially for reading and math; and revise the basic education curriculum. LTTP-II is designed to address these key issues.
