BOMI COUNTY CELEBRATES NEWLY RESTORED ADMINISTRATION BUILDING 

April 29, 2008

(MONROVIA) Tuesday, April 29, 2008---The United States Government, through the US Agency for International Development’s (USAID) Liberia Community Infrastructure Program (LCIP) on Tuesday April 29, 2008 officially hands over the rehabilitated Bomi County Administration Building to the Government of Liberia, after completing six months of rehabilitation works. This was made possible through a grant to the Ministry of Internal Affairs of $190,000 USD.
Vice President Joseph N. Boakai, US Chargé d’Affaires, a.i. Brooks Robinson, Minister of Internal Affairs Ambullai Johnson, and House Speaker J. Alex Tyler will make remarks at the occasion. USAID Economic Growth Team Leader Macdonald Homer, County Superintendent  Mohammed Massaley, members of the Bomi County Legislative Caucus, chiefs, elders and residents of Bomi County will participate in the event. 
The ribbon-cutting ceremony marks the completion of rehabilitation work that began in October 2007. The building was entirely unroofed; all doors, windows, frames, plumbing and electrical items were taken or ruined during the years of civil conflict. 
The rehabilitation was carried out by a Liberian construction firm, Gilgal Engineering and Construction Company with Finda Architecture and Construction Company providing architectural designs and supervision. Repairs include complete reconstruction of the roof and ceilings, supply and installation of doors, frames and windows, as well as the complete installation of sewer, electrical and plumbing systems. The rehabilitation package includes construction of a water tower, provision of a 65 KVA Generator, and office furniture.
The opening of the County Administration building allows County residents easier access to local government representatives and services. The building will house local offices of the Ministries of government, the General Services Agency, Magistrate and public safety services, among others.
The Bomi County Administration Building is the seventh county seat rehabilitated by USAID’s LCIP since 2005. Administration buildings in Lofa, Sinoe, and Maryland Counties will be completed over the course of 2008-2009.
